Spousal and family violence is predominant throughout our communities. Aggressors are habitually
husbands and fathers, wives and children persecuted by noxious, patriarchal male dominance exasperated by
alcohal or substance abuse.

The Build Up Season narrative accompanies seventeen year old Iliad Piper on her journey, atormented and
indignant young woman. Although Iliad was educated at boarding school after her mother and father
separated, she now livesin Darwin with her surly grandmother and mother, anew age healer specialising in
spiritual wellness. Iliad's narrative is one that resonates profoundly, confrontational and resembling my own
childhood experiences.

Iliad isafamily violence survivor. Family violence and abuse is a confronting narrative, Iliad is ayoung
woman who harbours animosity towards her mother for raising her in aviolent environment, her mother a
woman who endured years of physical and emotional spousal abuse. Her husband is possessive,
manipulating Iliad to degrade her mother with contempt.
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Iliad's fear is palpable, the unease of her father pursuing them to Darwin where her mother is a small
business owner specialising in spiritual health. The trepidation of leaving everything behind to begin anew
lifeis daunting and while lliad and her mother were fortunate to have the financial assistance of Iliad's
grandmother, funding Iliad's private school education, many women escaping violence are placed in shared
housing for family violence survivors, a haven for women and children who otherwise were not afforded the
same assistance.

Jared is a character of contrasts. He appears to be a charismatic young man but underneath he's manipulative
and noxious. He's easily angered, jealous and possessive of Iliad. It was reminiscent of the relationship
between her parents and although often lliad felt nervous of Jared's behaviour similar to many victims of
violence, believed she was responsible for Jared's actions.

Throughout the narration, lliad has along running rivalry with Max. | adored Max. He's an intelligent and
aspirational 1ndigenous young man of Bininj and Anmatyerre heritage from the Northern Territory. Max
faces his own adversity and as the two call atruce, develop awonderfully caring friendship. Iliad's friendship
with Max was a positive experience, his family welcomed Iliad into their home with Max atestament to his
loving and close knit family.

The essence of The Build Up Season is new beginnings and learning to forgive, reiterating the importance of
holding perpetrators of violence accountable. The narrative although confrontational, are incredibly
important for adolescents. If you haven't experienced family violence, it's likely you unknowingly know
someone who has. The Build Up Season is the book | wish I'd had as a teen, an important discussion as a
community in support of those family violence has touched.

Set in
Darwin, Northern Territory, Australia, the story follows a troubled seventeen year old girl called Iliad who
has been expelled from multiple boarding schools in Melbourne and now is living again with her Mum and
Nan. Iliad's parents were involved in an abusive relationship with lliad's Dad being sent to prison for assault.
Due to her personal experiences, lliad struggles to create bonds with anyone: classmates and neighbours
alike. When she does strike up two unlikely friendships, the first one with Max becomes a prank war and the
other with Miaaconfusing bond. It isn't until she meets Jared, the son of her high school's principal when
everything starts to change.

2017.

Following rebel teen Iliad during her final year in high school, the story charts a path through a new
relationship which has dark clouds looming over it, and the breaking and rebuilding of family ties. It ends
with lessons learnt, relationships with friends and family set right, and an overall feeling of empowerment in
the face of great challenge.

Though not central to the plot, Jacobson deals frankly with sex. The notion of virginity is deconstructed,
explained as both something of personal significance in the pathway to adulthood but also not something
which someone can be lesser for having ‘lost’. Thiswas so refreshing to seein a 'Y A novel, and is definitely
akey reason | would recommend this book to teen readers.

This book is also auseful starting point for conversations about family violence, and respectful relationships
between teens. Violence and the threat of it hovers over every page and shapes all of lliad’ sinteractions with
others around her. The abuse is presented as categorically unacceptable, and the victims are not blamed for
their plight. Iliad’ s shifting perceptions of her Mother’s decisionsis areally important way of showing
common misconceptions about abuse and how harmful (and wrong) those are.

The protagonist has a very poor record at school in all subjects except Art, falling behind because of anxiety
and the upheaval of moving frequently. Having alead character who is not academically successful, and yet
still has talents and value is another subtle but validating thread to the story.
