Then he equates his
sabbatical to a year-long sabbath. OK. Then he mentions that he's writing this book--creating this book--on
his sabbatical. Hmmmm.

One chapter deals with the idea of fasting and feasting. His example is his habit of eating cold cereal for
breakfast all week. Then he really appreciates his eggs-and-bacon feast on Sunday. So he recommends eating
simply all week, and having a feast on the Sabbath. Pete thought that made sense. I (and all my female
friends) immediately wanted to know, who cooks and cleans up for this feast?

Still, I recommend this book, if for no other reason than it makes you think. It's an easy read. You can pretty
much start anywhere, and read one chapter at a time as you are interested in each topic. And, as I mentioned
at the beginning, he really does have good insights into the meaning and practice of an often forgotten part of
the Ten Commandments.

My wife and I set a goal a few months ago to begin living life at a slower pace in order to better be aware of
God's presence and to live in a way that values relationships, not just productivity. As part of this journey,
we determined to beginning intentionally practicing a Sabbath. So we needed to learn more about it. This is
why I began reading The Rest of God.

This book was incredible for several reasons. First, Mark Buchanan writes more like a poet than a writer of
spiritual works. He uses beautiful language, wonderful stories and draws you into his narratives before
bringing out the major point he wants to make. Second, the book is divided into fourteen chapters which start
with the "theoretical" side of the Sabbath (those it is not written like theory but like poetry) and then moves
to the practical side of Sabbath keeping. Each chapter gives specific ways in which to keep the Sabbath.
Third, Buchanan maintains a balanced view of Sabbath keeping. He reminds his readers constantly that
Sabbath keeping must not become a form of legalism lest we become like the Pharisees. Instead, Sabbath
keeping should embody the freedom that Christians have in Christ.

For me, this book has been revolutionary. I have practiced some form of Sabbath keeping before but never as
intentionally--and joyfully--as Buchanan sets forth. But don't read this book if all you're interested in is a
Bible study on the Sabbath. This book is meant to be practiced. Read it only if you believe that your life is
moving at too fast a pace, that life is meant to be lived at a speed in which we can hear the Holy Spirit and
respond to him, that life is meant to be lived in meaningful relationships. If you think those things are true--
and want to build space in your life for these things to take place--then this is a great book to read through
slowly.

I read this in short snatches over the last five months, so it seems like it has taken me forever to finish. Even
though I've got three dozen flags marking quotes, I'm not really firm on what I think about Buchanan's book.
Many things I agree with, many things have given me fodder to think about, and a few things I disagree with.

Some quotes to ponder:

“Any deep change in how we live begins with a deep change in how we think.”

“So I changed my mind about liturgy. It certainly can become dull and rote, but so can anything . . . . Just as
often, though, maybe more so, liturgy can enrich these things . . . . It helps us give concrete expression to
deepest convictions. It gives us choreography for things unseen and allows us to brush heaven among the
shades of earth.”

“Liturgy is bridge building. It is to construct something that spans separate worlds and provides an efficient
means of crossing from one to the other.”

“Sin makes the earth prickly. It entangles its beauty in brambles.”

“A typical response to threat and burden is to want to flee it. . . . But what we find is that flight becomes
captivity; once we begin to flee the things that threaten and burden us, there is no end to fleeing.”

“The opposite of a slave is not a free man. It’s a worshiper. The one who is most free is the one who turns
the work of his hands into sacrament, into offering.”

“The twin of pride is despair. . . . In despair, we are consumed by the lie that God, if he exists, is too inept or
distracted or apathetic to even notice us, let alone come to our aid.”

“Are you in the midst of a situation where, as you pray, you find yourself putting the problem first? if so,
you’re starting where you should end. You’re rehearsing the problem, making it seem larger than it is, where
what you need to do is rehearse God’s greatness and bigness. Then the problem shrinks to its right portions.”

“Sabbath-keeping is . . . where we think with holy imagination about how the arc of our moments and hours
and days intersects with eternity.”

“Exodus grounds Sabbath in creation. Deuteronomy grounds it in liberation. Exodus remembers Eden,
Deuteronomy Egypt. In Exodus, Sabbath-keeping is about imitating divine example and receiving divine
blessing. In Deuteronomy, it is about taking hold of divine deliverance and observing divine command.
Exodus looks up. Deuteronomy looks back. Exodus gives theological rationale for rest, and Deuteronomy
historical justification for it. One evokes God’s character, the other his redemption. One calls us to holy
mimicry—be like God; the other to holy defiance—never be slaves again. One reminds us that we are God’s
children, the work of his hands, the other we are no one’s chattel . . . . One is invitation. The other is
warning.”

What were you doing then, thinking, saying,
seeing? When were you most empty? What was going on at that moment? When did it seem God was close,
and when did he seem he was far away? Practice that each day.
This is something I'm trying to implement daily in my journaling and quiet time...

A well-kept Sabbath is a dress rehearsal for things above. In finding the rest of God now, we prepare for the
fullness of God one day. In Sabbath, we anticipate forever.

"Faith," the writer of Hebrews says, "is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen."
Faith is clarity about that. It is a tenacious conviction that this world is not enough and was never intended to
be. It is a steadfast refusal to seek untimate things -- ultimate understanding -- where God has not laid them.
Not one ultimate thing is stored down here.

The message of the book is one that is glossed over by most
Bible-believers and Buchanan deftly describes in an opening chapter what the book is about..."The argument
of this book is that we uniquely take up his invitation by keeping Sabbath, both as a day and as an attitude."

I found myself musing deeply on the thoughts presented throughout the book while laughing heartily at
many of the personal illustrations.

One will not find a list of "do's & don'ts" in this book. That has been the crux of many fundamental, Bible-
believing Pharisees for far too long. I know...I have been one of them. It is easy to have a list of what we do
and don't (usually garnered from some person or some movement), but it is much harder to live in the spirit
of Christ. Jesus upended the list of do's and don'ts that the Pharisees had. He wasn't much concerned at the
list of rules that they had - many of the lists followed to a 'T' the Old Testament law. He wasn't concerned
with what others thought - only what His Father thought.

Every chapter had morsel upon morsel of real meat upon which to meditate. Not only did the author base his
thesis upon scriptural principles, he wove them with stories that illustrated beautifully the truth of the topic at
hand.

I loved the overall emphasis on slowing down in life. For far too long, I have gone at breakneck speed. The
"movers & shakers" of fundamentalism have hailed as heroes those who go non-stop in their quest to "reach
the world" for Christ. I have never been to a conference whose theme is "Be still & know that I am God." I
am not certain the reason why but I have a few guesses.

The book has been marked up, starred, underlined, and notated all the way through. Let me share a few of
my favorite here:

"The root idea of Sabbath is simple as rain falling, basic as breathing. It's that all living things - and many
nonliving things too - thrive only by an ample measure of stillness. A bird flying, never nesting, is soon
plummeting. Grass trampled, day after day, scalps down to the hard bone of earth. Fruit constantly inspected
bruises, blights. This is true of other things as well: a saw used without relenting-its teeth never filed, its
blade never cooled-grows dull and brittle; a motor never shut off gums with residue or fatigues from thinness
of oil - it sputters, it stalls, it seizes."

"We simply haven't taken time. We've not been still long enough, often enough, to know ourselves, our
friends, our family. Our God. Indeed, the worst hallucination busyness conjures is the conviction that I am
God. All depends on me. How will the right things happen at the right time if I'm not pushing and pulling
and watching and worrying?"

"A common characteristic of driven people is that, at some point, they forget the purpose...their original
inspiration may be noble. But driven too hard, it gets supplanted by greed for more, or dread of setback, or
force of habit. Drivenness erodes purposefulness. The difference between living on purpose and being driven
surfaces most clearly in what we do with time."

"Those who guard ever minute, resent every interruption, ration every moment, never have enough. They're
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always late, always behind, always scrambling, always driven. There is, of course, a place for wise
management of our days and weeks and years. But management can quickly turn into rigidity. We hold time
so tight we crush it, like a flower closed in the fist. We thought we were protecting it, but all we did was
destroy it."

"We think we're the exception, the one for whom busyness will translate into fruitfulness. We think, because
we've figured ways to build impossibly tall, lithe buildings and dig immensely deep, broad holes, to spy on
babies in the womb, to tease out strands of DNA, to send whole computer files from New York to Nairobi in
a split second - we think because our industry and ingenuity seem boundless, we can also figure out a way
around our God-imposed need for stillness. We can't. The need is not conjured away by medication,
technology, discipline, cleverness, sheer willfulness. It always comes back to take its due."

"Life is meant to be much different - fuller, richer, deeper, slower - from what it is."

"For certain, there has not been enough silence in my life. Silence is the condition for true listening. But I
have too little of it. Silence came visiting and found me already occupied."

"Jesus's Sabbath-keeping always looked, to his enemies, like Sabbath breaking."

Matt Moran says

"Sabbath-keeping requires two orientations. One is Godward. The other is timeward"

There are some gems here. I would recommend it as a good book to read about the Sabbath, but I wouldn't
make this the only book or the first one.

This is not theological at all. It is meant to provoke the imagination. Because of that I wish the author used
fewer Biblical stories, because his creative interpretations of the stories often have no relation to authorial
intent.

I've seen some people compare Mark Buchanan to Phillip Yancey. I get the comparison - they are both the
rare evangelical writer with an aesthetic sensibility. But wouldn't go that far - Yancey is a GOOD writer.
Much of this book is overwritten and excessive and Buchanan tells stories that seem to take days to get to the
point.

I just finished reading The Rest of God for the third time. I'm sure I'll read it again.

Yes, Buchanan is a fantastic writer (his syntax and diction are well-chosen and compelling), but what what
brings me back to The Rest of God is the importance of rest (or struggle with rest) in my own life. One of the
book's strengths is that it addresses the importance of rest on the Sabbath as well as throughout the week; it's
about more than just what we should do on Sunday (or Saturday).

I found myself reading many of the chapters "devotionally," spending the day mulling over the author's
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perspective of our cycle of work and rest. I originally bought The Rest of God to learn more about the
Sabbath, but reading it became a deeply personal and reflective experience. It was more than an
informational text; it become a vehicle for contemplation and change. (A great example of this is Chapter
Five.
