But a Y ankee gunboat forces Ed to fight and
Jesse to grow up fast. They run the Union blockade in adaring attempt to rescue Ed's lover, Maureen, held
captive in the Everglades. The Canfields plunge ahead into the fight of their lives—one that will test Ed
Canfield's "soldier's heart" to the core.

The Reckoning captures the grim reality of daily life during the war, the horror of a conflict that turned
neighbors into foes and the invincible power of love.

Thisisawell crafted story surrounding aone Ed Canfield and his family. The time frame is the early years
of the Civil War. Despite the local youth running to the “ Call to Arms,” Ed, a veteran of the Mexican-
American war is all too familiar with what the call entails and it isn’t the line the politicians and preachers
are strumming into the young men. They never mention the blood, gore and psychological toll veterans
endure.

The story is set in Florida and the outlying keys. Ed is a ssimple man trying to make a dollar while not taking
aside. He does his best to convince his estranged son, “signing up is not an option.” Despite his best efforts
to maintain an arm’s length from the conflict, it seeks him out when the Union forces appear at Cedar Keys
and destroy the port facilities. He, his son and many of the town folk flee to the safety of a known refugee
camp deep in the Keys. What awaits them isn't the peace and tranquility Ed so searchesfor, rather, heis
forced to face the demon that haunts and taunts his dreams from a battle twenty years prior.

Action-packed plot that is reminiscent of Wild West tales, set on Florida's Gulf Coast still haunted by pirates
during the American Civil War. The main character, Ed Canfield, is a veteran of the Mexican-American War
who suffers from "soldier's heart" (Post Traumatic Stress Disorder) when the Civil War breaks out and Ed's
home is attacked, forcing him to fight once again for the people he loves.

A historical-romance about the South without the stereotypical characters like the "Southern Belle" found
among bodice-rippers. The emphasisis on how Ed's PTSD has, and continues to, affect his family (you will
not find erotica here).

The narrative mode changes occasionally, especially in the beginning of the book, when second-person
narrative is used to move quickly through the war details occurring in the background. It's alittle disjointed
but it reminded me strongly of Treasure Island by Robert Louis Stevenson and added an air of piracy without
ever using the word, pirate.

Some of the background characters seem to fall flat. | suffer from post-traumatoo (not the "soldier's heart”
kind) and know that the biggest obstacles are usually in my own mind. This use of background characters
read as intentional character development showing how Ed's past continuesto interfere with present
relationships.

There is also areoccurring religious theme regarding Christianity and, even though I'm an eclectic pagan, |
loved the use of thistheme. Mr. Larranaga accurately depicts how religion - in this case, Christianity - can be
used to justify the means in both good and bad ways. It also helped to illustrate how everyoneis, to some
extent, stuck in their own heads.
