The problem is that to connect with Lex is difficult. She is aone dimensional character in terms of her
personal objectives and her approach to relationships. Her purposein lifeis a) protect her niece b) protect her
niece by maintaining her bargain with Maven, leading vampire of Boulder. The concept of protecing her
niece is constantly reiterated to the point that it becomes tiresome and a repetitive sentiment.

Additionally, her relationships with those around her, bar family, are one dimensional. They all provide a
service for her. Witches, Lilly and Simon, provide her with developing skills, Maven protects her bargain
and Quinn helps her do that. Her relationship with Quinn romantically seems immature, even though some
leeway may be given in terms of PTSD background, conversly sheistough and is no simpering virgin. As
Quinn sumsit up, “Don’t be a child.”

Lastly, the plotline comes with no suprises and the novel meanders on with seemingly little purpose.
