involved in the socia life of the class,and he proposes atrip to the sea,so that they can have alot of fun.Plans
get changed,as their aim keeps getting higher and higher.They end up wanting to have awhole expedition to
the Galapagos Islands.There,they plan to create awhole new state,named Grigorida,and the boys do
